The Eye Care Ministry
Is a P.E.A.C.E. project 

whereby we take a team 
(from 4 to 10 people) from the 
U.S. to India (or other 
developing countries) to 
refract eyes, and give away 
glasses to those in need of 
glasses.

Our team of ten people 
were schedule to have 
seen 5,000 people and give 
away that many glasses 
this year. Indian customs 
demanded a huge duty 
this and is currently 
holding our glasses. We 
are working through 
channels to obtain our 
glasses from Customs and 
go through the proper 
channels so that we wonõt 
have this problem again.



How did we find out about this Ministry ?

× A Postcard
- Dr David Curtis, optometrist, in Denver, North Carolina came to Prescott and trained 

some lay people in how to do this ministry. He makes 5-10 trips a year doing this 
type of ministry in third world or developing countries.  Dr Curtis taught us basic 
ocular anatomy, basic ocular pathology, medical mission trip preparation, clinic set 
up, eye examination and refraction technique.

× Training
- We use òflippersó to refract the eyesé.no gadgets, no electrical instruments as we go 

to areas where electricity is not always available.
- We do a quick exam with a pen light to look for cataracts and other pathology. We 

have an arrangement with the Bangalore Baptist Hospital where we refer patients to 
the Ophthalmologist Surgeon, who does surgery free of charge

×Reaction
- We have government officials urging us to come back every year as many people 

cannot afford to go to an eye doctor and purchase glasses.The village elders are  
most appreciativeéthey said we had helped 5% of the people and the need is still 
great. The local newspapers take pictures and write stories about our work every 
year.  Sewing ladies who received the glasses arevery happy because they could 
see to sew.



× Our goal 
- Is to train new team members from the States every year as well as train indigenous 

people every year so that they can do the refracting. We have now trained 5 Indian 
people to do refracting and 5 Indian people to do dispensing. Our goal is to turn this 
ministry over to them in time so that we can go to another area or another country.

×Resources
- Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation, Local Eye Doctors: Rummels Eye Care, Eyecare 
Associates (Matt Sullivan and Jon Bundy), Prescott Valley Eye Care and Kokopelli Eye 
Care. We also purchase reading glasses from wholesale companies from .50 cents to 
$3.50 depending on strength. We would love to purchase these glasses in India but 
have not found a wholesale place to purchase them. Until then we will have to carry 
the glasses into the country.

×Funding
- We operate mostly off of gifts from friends and family. We do some church fund 

raisers. 
- Glasses cost us on average $1.25 a pairéso if we have 10,000 pairs of glasses then 

the cost (just for glasses) is $12,500.That does not include our refractors, tears, 
gentamycin and other supplies.

- The team members pay their own way or have friends or family pay their way.



×Testomony
- One man named Muniswamy, 64 years of age. He has no children and no one is 

there to take care of him. Many a time he has fallen when he walks on the road 
because he could not see and he thought that his life will be just like this until he 
died. But when he received the glasses he could see very well.

- Why do we do it? We believe that every person is made in Godõs image. We want 
people to know they are loved by God.
